PART-3. Sh. Neeraj Atri, author of Book-'Brainwashed Republic” & director of Council for Historical

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The Gupta and Huna Empire – 400 - 500 AD - This was the period of the domination of the Gupta Empire, 
referred to by some as the Golden Age of India. During this time, literature, art, astronomy and math flourished in the 
region and much of the subcontinent was unified under one kingdom. The Huna Empire extended from parts of 
eastern Iran to northwestern India. This proximity is the reason why, some believe, the Huna tribe finds a mention in 
the Mahabharata.
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After the collapse of the Gupta Empire, a minor line of the clan ruled in Magadha. Down south, the Kalabhras 
kingdom crumbled
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The Chalukyas ruled southern and central India from the 6th century to the 12th century. Kannada and Telugu 
literature thrived in this era, as did Chalukyan architecture. In the north, the Chachas dynasty began ruling over 
Sindh by 700 AD

The Gurjar-Pratihara dynasty, in 900 AD, spread its kingdom from Rajasthan to the east in India. Meanwhile, 
the Deccan was under the Rashtrakuta dynasty. 
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The Ghaznavid Empire gradually moved in and conquered India and later the Delhi Sultanate, a Delhi-based 
Muslim kingdom that stretched over large parts of India from 1206–1526, the fall of which eventually led to the 
Mughal rule in the country.

By 1500 AD, the Rajput states had established their presence. The Vijayanagar Empire in the south was still strong.
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Following are the outlines of Hindu elements or elements of Hinduhood for the valuable criticism 

by the historians (Please do not mix the bogus term Hinduism as there is no ism in Hindu as 

such and there cannot be any ism, only Hinduhood) -

Hindus reiterate ôlq/kSo dqVqEcde~*. No revealed or prophet-oriented religion ever does so or can even afford so.  

3. Fundamentally Hindus amount to be non-religious in the sense that they are prophet-less, book-less, temple-

less. 

4. Hindus seek the autonomy of man through the agency of karma (deZ). 

5. Hindus believe in the celebration of life and to them death is not the end of life but is only a necessary stage 

to be able to renew life again and again until one is liberated. 

6. Hindus have complete and infallible concept of history and hero. This concept is based on a dialectical 

conflict between Dharma (/keZ) and Adharma (v/keZ) and this conflict resolves in a synthesis of Brahma- 

Gyaan (cz„ Kku). 

7. Hindus have their own cosmology (cz„k.M foKku) running into billions of years. 

8. Here theory, as a rule, comes before practice in all spheres of human endeavor e.g. knowledge came before 

form, grammar came before language, poetics came before poetry and principles of dramaturgy came 

before drama. What it means is that for Hindus time also appears to move backward — a phenomenon 

being accepted as possible by study of sub-atomic physics.

9. Hindus grant even to ordinary man total intellectual freedom (LorU=rk) but then in the social and moral fields, 

they impose all kinds of checks and balances on the individuals. 

10. Hindus allow maximum freedom to think or philosophize. 

11. Hindus lay great emphasis on knowledge and unity of all knowledge. 

12. Hindus fundamentally divide humanity into two parts — (i) those that believe in the cyclic time-frame and 

(ii) those that believe in the linear time-frame. The underlying idea seems to be like this — which the 

followers of these timeframes are constantly at loggerhead with each other, which may be known as 

“Devasur –sangraam”(nsoklqj laxzke) 

13. Right in the beginning of time Hindus gave birth to a scientific sociology i.e. four folds varna-Dharma (o.kZ 

/keZ) and ashram-dharma (vkJe&/keZ). In fact it stands against the linear sociology that gives birth to economic 

man who is tied up in different classes. 

14. Hindus are not expansionist in their group thrust. Hindus neither convert nor ex-communicate or persecute 

on the basis of religion. 

15. Hindus accord nature the status of a manifest deity (nso). That is why worship of Mother Nature is so much 

fundamental to Hindus. 

16. Hindus believe truth in the world of affairs to be relative and, therefore has no absolute concept of merit or 

sin, good or bad- l̂R;a czw;kr~ fiz;a lR;a czw;kr*

17. Hindus accord more equal status to women and places them before their men even in general order of 

precedence — “wherever are the women worshipped, the deities come to reside there. (uk;ZLrq iwT;Urs jeUrs r= 

nsork)” 
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
